Applicants for this award must not have completed all four parts of the exam, but may apply with zero to three parts completed.
· Complete all four parts of the exam within 18 months of being approved to sit by the Illinois Board of Examiners. If all four parts are not taken within 18 months, candidates will be asked to refund all, or a portion of the fee based on number of parts completed.
